July 12th – Leisure/Social Ride Recap

The Blackhawk Bicycle and Ski club based out of Rockford, IL is celebrating 

a milestone this year. This club started in 1974 and many of their Members 
were proudly wearing their new 40th Anniversary club jersey on their Spring 
Invitational Ride “Blackhawk Country Roads” during the Memorial Day weekend.

I have traveled to Rockford about 10 times over the past 30 years (both while 
living in the Chicago area and the QC Area) to participate in this nicely run 
Invitational Ride. One of the unique features of this ride is that it takes place 
on both Saturday and Sunday using the same routes (10, 30, 45 and 65 mile 
options). The 45 and 65 mile routes include some nice rolling hills that are a great 
preparation for the QCBC’s TOMRV Ride a few weeks later.

For a daily fee of $23 (and that’s day of ride registration), the riders on the 65 
mile route were treated to 3 Rest Stops (3 types of fruit, bagels, bread, peanut 
butter & jelly AND homemade cookies) and a nice spaghetti lunch after the ride. 
The lunch included a nice tossed salad, a bowl of penne pasta with spaghetti sauce, 
French bread, a selection of beverages, birthday cake (for the club’s anniversary) 
and MORE homemade cookies and desserts.

The Day of Ride fee of $23 does not include a t-shirt (or socks). If you ride both 
days, your fee for Sunday is just an extra $12. This is a great deal for 2 nice days of 
riding in northern Illinois and southern Wisconsin. And at the lunch (indoors) 
after the ride, the volunteers were genuinely interested in making sure you had 
eaten enough food and had an enjoyable day on their ride. They really take 
ownership of their invitational ride!

This club has also had some nice looking jerseys over the years including this 
one celebrating their 40th Anniversary. The design is simple and the colors are bright; with the emphasis being on their 
40 Year Anniversary. This appears across the rear pockets and on the sleeve.
